Access to 50 E. Washington Street Entrance
Our entrance to the building at 50 E. Washington Street is open Monday – Friday, 7:00 am – 6:00 pm. Those doors are locked at all other times, including all day Saturday and Sunday. To access Cathedral Counseling Center when the 50 E. Washington doors are locked, follow these instructions:

· Press START, then 102 on the keypad next to the door.

· When the receptionist answers the phone, announce yourself. The camera is located above and to the right of the door.

· The receptionist will buzz you in.

If you are still unable to gain access to the building, enter at 111 N. Wabash. Building security will have you sign in and will show you the way around to our side of the building. When signing in, you may write “Cathedral Counseling” instead of your name, if you wish. 

Public Transportation 
CTA Subway/Elevated Trains
· Red Line:  State/Lake stop. Walk south on State to Washington. Turn left.
· Blue Line:  Dearborn/Washington stop. Walk east on Washington.

· Brown, Green, Orange, Pink, and Purple Lines:  Randolph/Wabash stop. Walk south on Wabash to Washington. Turn left.
CTA  Buses
· Buses running east on Washington stop between Wabash and Michigan, directly across the street from our entrance. *
· Any buses running north or south on Michigan, State, Dearborn, LaSalle, etc., stop at Washington. Exit bus and walk east on Washington. (If at Michigan, walk west).

Metra Trains

· Ogilvie Transportation Center:  Walk east on Washington. Or take the following buses heading east at Washington: 14, 20, X20, 56, 127. Exit bus on Washington between Wabash and Michigan, directly across the street from our entrance. *
· Union Station:  Walk north on Canal to Washington, turn right on Washington. Or take the following buses heading north at Canal: 60, 124, 157. Buses turn right on Washington. Exit bus on Washington between Wabash and Michigan, directly across the street from our entrance. 
* Washington bus routes are being rerouted to Monroe, two streets south of Washington, until early in 2008, due to construction on Washington. Exit at Monroe and Michigan and walk two blocks north to Washington.
Parking Garages

20 E. Randolph (we have discounted parking with this garage only)
· Up to 4 hours:

Millennium Park
· Up to 8 hours: $17 
There are numerous other parking garages within a few blocks of Cathedral Counseling Center, however we have no discount arrangements with any of these facilities. 

Meters and Other Pay Street Parking
Meter (or parking pay box) parking is available throughout the Loop and surrounding streets, but is rather hard to come by. It is easier to find in the evenings and on the weekends, but is still challenging even then. 

North of the Chicago River and south of Congress, 2-hour meters can be located with a little effort for $2 (25 cents per 15 minutes). Allow extra time for walking.
Columbus Drive (one street east of Michigan) between Monroe and Jackson has meter parking from 10 am – 4 pm and 7 pm – 5 am for up to 2 hours at $6 (25 cents per 5 minutes). Allow extra time for walking.
